N ew be rry's  finest effort in  the a rt 
of dram a tizin g  C a lifo rn ia ’s ro ­
mantic h isto ry , and the com bina­
tion of a play of C a rm e l, w ritte n  
by a C a rm e l author and presented 
by C arm elians should prove, in  
itself, quite a m agnet aside from  
the unquestioned lite ra ry  and d ra ­
m atic excellence w hich  the pageant 
itself possesses. .

D ivided into  four episodes, the 
first pictures show the start of 
the expeditionary band of Spanish 
soldiers and padres under Don 
Caspar de P o rto la  and Jun ip e ro  
Serra  from  the shores of ijl Paz, 
M exico, bound for the fabled do­
m ains of aita C alifo rnia .

T h e  second episode discovers 
Portola and his adventurous co m ­
panions on the fa m ilia r p in e - 
studded slopes of C arm elo. I t  
shows them  w eary, ,  fam ished, 
m any of them  w ounded and all of 
them discouraged in  th e ir unsuc­
cessful quest for the bay of M o n ­
terey, w hich  is shut from  their 
vision by the b a rrie r of h ills  at 
'h e  ve ry  base of w hich  they rest. 
T h is  episode concludes w ith  the 
abandonm ent of the search so 
near to success and the re tu rn  of 
the dejected colum n to the depot 
cl  supplies established by the ex- 
pediticn at Ban D ’ego.

T h e  th ird  episode shows the 
conflict between ideals m ilita ry  
and ecrleslastic, and tbe u n d e r­

m in in g  of F a th e r  S e rra ’s m issio n­
a ry  labors by the interference of 
Fages, and the dissoluteness of his 
soldiery.

T h e  fourth  and final episode 
p o rtra ys  the d isillusionm ent of 
the devoted S e rra  and his 'noble 
and in s p irin g  end.

add realism  to the historical events 
w hich  the pageant depicts w ith  
accuracy, avoid ing  in th is w a y  
tbe disconnectedness and u n d ra - 
m atic flatness usually  associated 
w ith  the construction of sim ilar 
productions.

T h e  Fo re st Th e a tre , w hich  w ill 
be the scene of the spectaele- 
drania, is w ith o u t a peer of its 
k in d  in  A m e rica . Fashioned in 
the fo rm  of a h a lf-b o w l, in  tiie 
heart of a forest ol pines, w .th in  
the sound of the sea. w alled by 
to w e rin g  trees and roofed by tbe 
sky, it  is s in g u la rly  beautiful even 
in the d is illusio ning  Jlght of day, 
but at uight-*-as ail C ir m c l  w ill 
agree— it is a veritable  fairyland.

T h e  dean of the faculty  of arts 
and sciences of H a rv a rd  U n iv e r ­
sity, in his latest official report 
on the w ork  being done in the de ­
partm ent, deals w ith  problem s of 
lite ra cy  am ong undergraduates 
and teachers; and he fra n k ly  ad­
m its that not until professors and 
college officials use better E n g ­
lish in th e ir lectures, form al d is ­
courses and reports, w ill they 
re a lly  be In a safe position to 
challenge the lack of student m as­
te ry  of E n g lish  that is “ correct, 
coherent and id io m atic .” L iv in g  in 
a glass house, m an y a professor, 
in theo ry at least, is in no posi­
tion to th ro w  stones.

B u t of course a de partm en t 'of 
E n g lis h  in a college or un ive rsity  

is hound to face, m eet and con- 
q e r any defects of its ow n m eth ­
ods in  developing a literate body 
of students out of the graduates of 
the p repa ratory  schools and the 
youths th at com e from  »  homes 
w itho ut m uch cu ltu re  or in te lle ct­
ual horizon. H e n ce  Dean L e  B a r ­
on R . B rig g s  in his report reso­
lute ly  grapples w ith  the m o m e n ­
tous fact th at the “ p ropo rtion  of I 
inte llectual persons w ho c a n n o t . 
spell appears to have increased." 
A n d  this, too, w hen the n um ber or 
persons w ho can read is so m uch 
la rg e r re la tive ly  than it  used to 
be. U n d o u b te d ly  new m ethods of 
teaching language, w ritte n  and 
spoken, do account in part for the 
increase of undergraduates at 
H a rv a rd  who w rite  “ aigues" for 
“eggs” and w ho, in  their e x a m i­
nation papers, re fe r to P o rtia  as 

a “ w elthey aeris.” B u t that ca n ­
no t account for the H a rv a rd  pro ­
fessor— one of the w o rld 's  gre a t­
est scholars, so Dean B rig g s  says 
— w ho prefers “ T h a c k e ry ” to 
Th a ck e ra y. H e  was educated w hen 
spelling was ta ught w ith  d isc ip lin ­

ary  effect and not left to “ im ­
pressionism ,” and yet he errs. 

F o rtu n a te ly  for the H a rv a rd  
youth that are in stinctive  bad 
spellers,” the teachers of E n g ­
lish at the u n ive rs ity  k now  that a 
thesis m ay have “ s ty le ” even it 
m arred by occasional m isspell 
w ords. T h e re  is food for thought 
in Dean B rig g s ' statem ent that 
“ M a ny persons, w ho  w rite  better 
than the m ost critica l of us, spell 
w orse, and re ly  on the p rin te r to 
spell for them ." H e  m ig h t have 
added “ and the sten ographer."

T w o  p ractica l aspects of the 
m atter of corre ct spelling  of E n g  
lish w ill occu r to a reflective  per­
son. One is the need of stan d­
ardizatio n am ong persons who 
use the language, for B ritis h  and 
A m e rica n  usage are not the same; 
and ju s t in  proportion as period­
icals and books gain international 
c ircu la tio n  w ithin  the em pire  and 
the repub lic  is there the need of 
concert of custom in spelling 
words some of w hich even writers 
w itli the sm allest vocabularies 
m ust use. A t present conditions 
are fa r from satisfactory.

Y e t a g a in .- it should be i.otod 
th at m a n y educators are com ing 
to believe th at the schools exag 
gerate the num ber of w ords w hich 
the average child needs to know 
how  to spell c o rre ctly . Boston, 
for instance, at the present tim e 

i is ra d ic a lly  lo w ering  its standards 
! in th is respect. Tho ro u gh n e ss 
I w ith in  a lim ited  but useful Held 
j is no w  sought for, ra th e r than su- 
| p e rfic ia lity  in the la rg e r one. 

Y o u th  and m a tu rity  are to  be 
trusted to teach am b itio us anq 

I cu lture d  readers and w rite rs  the 
spelling  of w ords th a t children 
and average adults seldom  use in 

correspondence, and even less 
fre q u e n tly  In th e ir ta lk .

F r o m  C o llie r 's  W e e k ly  

Persons w ith  no app arent ta lent 
often look on the talented as fo r­
tunate folk w ho, by some fa vo r of 
the gods, live  easily and c h a rm ­
ingly— driftin g  dow n a su n lit and 
tlower-bordered stream . T h e y  are 
unaware of all th a t it  costs in self- 
sacrifice, in  resistance to te m pta­
tions from  w ith in  and w itho u t, and 
in hard and persistent la bor, to 
bring a ta lent to a n yth in g  ap ­
proaching m a tu rity .

it  is not possible to secure sta­
tistics on dead ta lents; but if it 
were, it w ould he found that some 
99 per cent perish. T h is  is because 
of the lack of character in those 
who possess them . T a le n t calls for 
iron purpose; it is not a s e lf-p e r­
fecting thing. A n  alm ost grim  
obstinancy is required fro m  the 
outset If i t  is to be cu ltivated—  
urged on from  flow er to fru it, from  
ripening to harvest.

Parents, friends, the conventions 
— even reason itself— m ay be its 
natural foes. H e — or she— w ho 
can save a talent alive, ye t pay all 
the debts of affection, m u st be 
Possessed no t on ly  of a clear and 
creative m ind , b u t of a brave, 
abounding, and m agnanim ous spir­
it as w ell— a sp irit austere beneath 
its gentleness. C ha ra cte r, and 
character alone, can save a  ta lent 
to the end.

land m ay em erge from  the fray 
w ith  a dem ocracy still m ore free 
than it  is today, concessions a l­
ready b e in g  made by the ru lin g  
power.

A ll  th is  is separate from  co m p li­
cations th a t are arising or m ay 
arise in  the B alk an region, In P o r ­
tugal and in  Spain, in A s ia  and in 

the n o rth  of Euro pe.
T h e  politica l as w ell as the 

geographic phases of the con flict 
are beyond the pow er of h um an 
analysis and com prehension.

When the War is Over.
T h a t a sweeping revis ion  in  the 

political geography of the w orld  
must be made upon the s igning of 
peace treaties becomes eve ry  day 
more certain. T h a t  there w ill be 
a larger Ita ly  and a sm aller A u s ­
tr ia -H u n g a ry  is now  apparent. 
Th a t there w ill be a la rg e r Fra n ce  
and a sm aller G e rm a n y  is another 
possibility w ith a v e ry  im pressive 
shadow; and that there w ill be a 
sm aller T u r k e y  and a m ere expan­
sive Russia is a conviction that 
w ill not down in spite of reassur­
ing dispatches from  B e rlin  and 
Constantinople. In  addition to 
these changes in  boundaries, in ­
ternal explosions are n o t u n lik ely. 
Should G erm any suffer a decisive 
defeat, the House of H o h e n z o l l e m  
n ay find the effect of this disas­
ter coupled w ith  a socialistic re ­
action against the im peria listic  
policy. T h e  H apsburg  dyna sty  is 
already tottering, and the roya l 
fam ily of Russia, e ith e r in  v ic to ry  
or defeat, m ay hear from  the tre ­
mendous force that it  placed in 
motion to defend the Serbs. E n g ­

Exercise and Health.
In  “ E xercise  and H e a lth ,” an 

educational leaflet from  the U n it ­
ed States pub lic  health service, a 
note of w a rn in g  is sounded. T h e  
death rate after the age of 40 is 
increasing in spite of m ore sani­
ta ry  modes of liv in g  and greater 
protection a gain st com m unicable  
disease. T h e  expectation of life 
after 40 is less than it  was 30 
years ago.

K ee p chicR- 
ens, m ake a garden, w heel the 
baby and play golf or any other 
game, but take tw o hours ’ outdoor 
exercise e ve ry  day. G ym nasium  
w o rk  is good for those w ho like it 
and can afford it, but avoid heavy 
athletics. D o n 't try  to be a 

strong m an ,” the cham pion a th ­
lete often dies young. Be a mod 
erate, persistent, d a ily  exponent 
of exercise. Y o u  m ay not burn  the 
fa m ily  carriage, as B e n ja m in  
F ra n k lin  suggested, b u t at least, 
as he advised, w a lk , w alk, w alk.
