than that which she has put
into ‘“T'he Ford,”” a California
romance dealing largely with
oil and irrigation and with
labor problems.  Houghton,
Mifflin Company are the pub-
lishers.

The work is a sincere and
consciencious effort, for apart
from her art as a novelist the
writer has earnestly sought to
give a faithful picture of the
State, er at least those por-
tions of it in which oil and ir-
rigation problems prevail.

The early days, when began
the discovery of oil on the
pastoral lands, is the period.

The book opens with a fine
description of the peaceful
days in the old farmhouse.
Fhen oil is struck, and the
mistress of the home is carried
away with a feverish desire to
quickly acqnire wealth.

TAXPAYERS

All taxpayers are required by the
constitution to annually make and
deliver to the Assessor a statement,
under oath, setting forth specifically
ALL the real, personal, or other
class of property, owned by such
persons, or in their possession, or
under their control, as the same
stands of record at 12 o’clock Meri-
dian on the first Monday of March.

The Political Code provides, that

all property must be assessed at its

**full cash value,”” and defines *full
cash value’’ as being “‘the amount
at which the prooerty would be
taken in ‘payment of a just debt
from a solvent debtor.”’

Unsecured Personal Property

The taxes on all unsecured per-
sonal property are due and payable
and must be paid at the time the
assessment is made.

Exemptions

Any person or association, claim-
ing any property to be exempt from
taxation, MUST make the claim and
affidavit, for such exemption, every
year, in the mauner provided by law.
This applies to the $100 allowed on
personal property of householders;
the $1000 allowed soldiers, sailors,
marines, etc., and property used
solely and exclusively for rchgxous
worship.

Assessments
Any information desired relating
to assessments will be gladly fur-
nished on application, and all ob-
jections should be made before the
Board of Equalization adjourns, in-
stead of waiting until it is time to
pay taxes.
Remember, that if you fail to
make a statement you fail to com-
ply with the law and you law your-
self liable to arbitrary assessment,
which is expensive to yourself and
causes much trouble to others.
