Three kids suffer 
CO poisoning at 
Sunset Center

CARBON MONOXIDE from construction equip-
ment operating near a rear door at Sunset Center is sus-
pected of sickening three children during a choir rehearsal 
in the center’s auditorium Tuesday morning, sending them 
to the hospital and prompting an extensive hazmat inves-
tigation that shut down the center and canceled the kids’ 
choral concert set for that evening.

The incident also pan-
icked parents and prompted 
questions regarding Carmel 
Unified School District’s 
protocols for handling such 
an emergency.

A group of children from 
River School and Tularci-
tos, along with a few Car-
mel High students and 
staff, were practicing for 
the March 10 Choral Festi-
val when the first victim fainted in the theater. A 911 call 
was made at around 11:20 a.m., and a Monterey County 
Emergency Communications dispatcher scrambled Mon-
terey Fire and the ambulance to respond to the center at 
San Carlos and Ninth “for a 9-year-old female student at 
the Sunset theater passed out, with eyes rolling back.” Ten 
minutes later, a firefighter at the scene requested a sec-
ond ambulance for “two additional children with similar

A BLAZE that started in a third-floor apartment in 
Monterey early Monday morning displaced dozens of 
residents and sent eight people to the hospital, where one 
later died. The fire also destroyed six apartments, while 
many others suffered smoke and water damage, according 
to Monterey Fire Chief Pat Moore. Several people who 
lived on upper floors had to be rescued from windows and 
balconies, the chief said.

At 3:51 a.m. March 9, a tenant in the senior housing 
complex, which is operated by the Housing Authority of 
the County of Monterey, dialed 911 and “said they had a 
piece of furniture on fire,” Moore said. “It’s three stories 
with 86 units, so it’s a pretty substantial building.”

Monterey police officers were the first to arrive at the

Duchess Von Simpser, her name derived from her 
person’s great-grandfather, is a 7-year-old Neder-
landse kooikerhondje, which translates to “Dutch 
Duck-Hunter Dog.” It’s okay if you’ve never heard of 
this breed. Neither had her person — until she met this 
adorable pup, with her silky white coat and orange 
ears. Possessed of a double coat, her outer layer is 
waterproof, while the undercoat is kitten-fur soft.

Duchess’ person discovered the  Nederlandse 
kooikerhondje  from an episode of the Animal Plan-
et show, “Dogs 101,” about rare breeds. The more she 
learned, the more she wanted one.

“When we got Duchess, there were only 400 of 
them in this country,” she said. “Two or three years 
later, when the breed became AKC registered, its pop-
ularity grew.”

The Nederlandse kooikerhondje has appeared in 
paintings by Dutch Masters dating to the 17th century, 
but did not become a recognized breed until the 1970s.

“We named our dog Duchess because she is regal 
and very smart,” her person said. “She  knew how to 
sit, stay and come at 8 weeks. And she knows about 
170 words on my command. The first word I taught her 
was ‘careful,’ so when she takes food from my fingers, 
she nibbles it very carefully.”

Duchess does love to play fetch at her Carmel Valley 
home. She’ll stand in the doorway if she wants to catch 
a tossed ball and will run down the hallway when she’s 
up for the chase. Yet she has not spent much time at 
the beach. Walking in the shallows was no big deal, but 
once the waves rushed in, she wasn’t having it. 

“Kooikerhondje are river dogs,” her person said, “so 
waves are not part of her hardwiring.”

Verdicts, pleas and sentencings announced by 
Monterey County District Attorney Jeannine Pacioni

Feb. 4 — Oscar Villareal Jr., 46, of Sali-
nas, pleaded no contest to a variety of crim-
inal charges arising from an incident where 
he stabbed his ex-girlfriend, threatened to 
kill a relative, crashed a truck into a pursuing 

chase, and used his 7-year-old daughter as a 
human shield to avoid arrest. He will receive 
a term of 20 years and four months in state 
prison.

On May 16, 2025, Villareal went to the 
home of his ex-girlfriend, Jane Doe 1, who 
had custody of his 7-year-old daughter, Jane 
Doe 2. Villareal and Doe 1 argued about cus-
tody issues. Doe 1 agreed Villareal could take 
Doe 2 to the park to play. Leaving Doe 2 at 
the park, Villareal returned to Doe 1’s house, 
pushed her to the ground, and stabbed her 
once in the neck with a folding knife. He at-

tempted to stab Doe 1 again, but she was able 
to block the blade with her hand. At the time 
of the attack, Doe 1 was on the phone with a 
female relative of Villareal’s who overheard 
the stabbing. Villareal then told the relative 
that he killed Doe 1 and was on his way to 
kill her and everyone in her house.

Villareal went to the relative’s home and 
banged on the door, demanding to be let in-
side. The relative’s husband let him know 
that the police had been called. Villareal 
made the husband drive him away from the 
scene, pick up Doe 2, and drive to Gonzales. 
On the way to Gonzales, a California High-

relative’s husband exited the truck, but Villa-
real then got into the driver’s seat and began

Williamson and Vice Mayor Ed Smith. 
Bauman thanked Panetta for securing the 
money, calling the city’s wharves center-
pieces “of our beautiful Monterey Bay” 

that “represent decades of history, culture 
and economic vitality. Preserving them is 
an investment for the Monterey region, 
now and for future generations.”

Preserving the wharf isn’t just repairing 
a structure, but “ensuring that 100 years 
from now, future generations can stand 
there and feel the same connection to Mon-
terey Bay that we do today,” Williamson 
said.

A recent discussion about the project on 
Facebook veered off in many directions.

No apartments
The 90 units will all be single-family 

houses with three bedrooms and two baths. 
No apartments are planned. Seventy will 
be market-rate, while 20 semi-detached 
units will be designated affordable. Build-
ing lots will measure between 10,000 and 
12,000 square feet.

The property encompasses 17.44 acres, 
and the project includes “an additional 
6.36 acres of street improvements and 5.5 
acres of improved open space.”

Because Monterey County

Chance for input
A residents’ group, the Carmel Valley 

Association, organized the meeting. While 
its memebers have expressed concerns 
about Orosco’s project, they have com-
plimented him for sitting down with their 
board of directors and for being willing to 
take questions from the public.

Orosco will start the meeting by mak-
ing a presentation. After a public com-
ment period, the builder will be asked “to 
address some of the issues most salient to 
the community.”

“Our aim for the meeting is to clarify 
what is being proposed, what aspects of 

framework applies, and the likely timeline 
for the application process,” the group said 
in its weekly bulletin March 5. “Equally 
importantly, this will be a critical oppor-
tunity for community members to offer 
input.”

But she then accuses the planning com-
mission of violating the Brown Act on Feb. 
10 by discussing the potential of locating a 
cell tower on the roof of the Golden Bough 
Playhouse, which is across the street from 
her house, as a preferred alternative to Ver-
izon’s proposed site on a power pole in 
front of a historic home a couple of blocks 
away.

Brown Act, including a failure to post 
the meeting on the city’s calendar and to 
post supplemental materials before, during 
and after the meeting. “Additionally, dis-
cussed/agreed upon topics were not on the 
agenda,” she wrote.

‘Stacked copies’
Barrett also complains that hard cop-

ies weren’t available of the “new writings 
of six pages” commissioner Mel Ahlborn 
presented at the Feb. 10 meeting.

“That was not done at the Feb. 10 
meeting for commissioner Ahlborn’s six-
page new writings, resulting in a Brown 
Act violation, escalated by commission-
ers agreeing with her six-page new writ-
ings, not made available to the public via 
stacked copies on the table,” she wrote.

Back on the topic of the Golden Bough, 
the commission should not have directed 
Verizon to pursue a tower on the theater 
roof as a preferred location to its Car-
melo location, “because if it had been on 
the agenda, neighbors around the Golden 

Bough would have attended and had their 
opportunity to object.”

(If Verizon chooses to pursue that 
option — which it has insisted is not a via-
ble alternative — the company will have to 
submit a new application that will be sub-
ject to the public hearing process.)

She wraps up her letter by demanding 
that the commission rescind its Feb. 4 deci-
sion to put off the Verizon hearing for a 
week due to the late receipt of information 
and its Feb. 10 denial of the cell company’s 
application.

“Please be advised that if the planning 
commission fails to cure and correct the 
challenged actions as demanded within 
30 days of receipt of this letter, my attor-
ney will seek a judicial invalidation of the 
actions,” she concludes.

Public notices adequate
At the March 11 meeting, Pierik refuted 

the accusations.

The Golden Bough Playhouse as a 
location for cellular facilities was related 
to the agenda description for the Feb. 10 
meeting.”

Plus, the draft resolution included in 
-

cally mentioned the Golden Bough, Pierik 
pointed out, and those documents were 
available days before the hearing.

As for the “six-page writing by com-
missioner Ahlborn,” Pierik said, the docu-
ment was available online, and “there is no 
requirement for hard copies.”

“In conclusion, there were no violations 
of the Brown Act, and therefore, there’s 
nothing that needs to be cured or cor-
rected,” he said.

Pierik recommended the commis-
sion direct him to draft a letter to Barrett 
“explaining there were no violations,” and 
after reiterating that the rules had been 
met, commissioners unanimously voted to 
do so.

convincing her to move to the Hyatt.
And when it became apparent that many of the tenants 

had left without taking critical medications with them, 

what was missing and where it was, and another ferried 
the meds from their apartments to the hotel.

“People were being awakened from a dead sleep to go 
outside,” Moore explained, so some left not just medica-
tions behind, but pets.

Fortunately, SPCA Monterey County helped. In addi-
tion to providing free pet food and supplies for evacuees 

two cats and two birds from the complex and reunited 
them with their owners.

It’s also caring for a cat with singed fur and whiskers 
and burns on her paws and tongue.

“Skilled SPCA veterinarians soaked and cleaned her 
paws and applied soothing creams before carefully wrap-
ping all four paws to protect them,” the SPCA reported. 
“We also gave her pain medication and antibiotics. She is 
now resting comfortably in our compassionate care.”

“We had resources from all over the place that came 
to support us at the incident,” Moore said, including the 

department and the Red Cross.

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Margaret Susan (Desch) Chadwick
June 18, 1929 – Jan. 15, 2026

Peg Chadwick graduated to glory on Jan. 15, 2026, in her Pebble Beach home 
of 48 years with her husband and children honoring her passing. Peg died 
from complications of advanced age and dementia. Her memory will be one of 
sweetness, which was her mode of being throughout her long, grace-filled life.

She was born Margaret Susan Desch on June 
18, 1929, in Newark, New Jersey to Arthur 
Dearwood Desch, Sr., a railroad engineer, and 
Edith Viola (Hawkey) Desch, a homemaker. Peg 
was the first girl in what would become a large 
household of 11 children, so early on she helped 
her mom care for her younger siblings. Peg 
sported enough curls to take part in a Shirley 
Temple look-alike contest. Her dad gave her the 
nickname Pickle Peggy. She felt blessed to have 
grown up in a loving family. At Peshine Avenue 
Elementary School, she made life-long friends, 
especially Margaret Thomson. Even before 
graduating from Weequahic High School, Peg 
was developing her business acumen as a part-

time office assistant at the Prudential Life Insurance Company. 

Peg met her future husband and the love of her life, Robert J. Chadwick, at 
the Weequahic Presbyterian Church youth group, and they were married in 
that church on June 18, 1951. Bob entered their wedding service in a tuxedo 
and left in Second Lieutenant Marine Corps khakis, headed shortly for duty 
in the Korean War. After the war, their first posting was at Camp Pendleton, 
CA, where Bob served with Major “Stormy” Sexton in the revival of the Marine 
Corps’ reconnaissance forces. After that they had a dream post in Paris, where 
Bob served as the commanding officer of the American Embassy’s Marine Corps 
guard. Peg and Bob relished their time living on Rue Jasmine and visiting beautiful 
sites across Europe. At Marine Corps birthday balls and officer wives’ socials, Peg 
began her 30-year career as a dedicated military spouse, adept at thriving within 
military hierarchies.

Back in the States, Peg supported Bob as he attended Columbia Law School, 
gave birth to sons Kent and Gregg, arranged a home purchase in Glen Ridge, NJ, 
and then orchestrated a move across country to Camp Pendleton, CA when Bob 
returned to active Marine Corps duty. 

At each new post, Peg found a thrift store to volunteer at and a church to 
join where she would grow deeper in her faith. Gifted with strong emotional 
intelligence, she gave her sons self-confidence and instilled in them a love of 
reading, learning and creating. When Bob was stationed in war zones, she readily 
assumed single-parent duties, even to the point of trying out her throwing arm. 

During the family’s many moves, Peg would pore over floor plans and frequent 
open houses to pick just the right home to buy. She delighted in decorating each 
room, finding a spot for each cherished piece of furniture, and adding a new 
bookshelf for the Chadwicks’ ever-growing library.

Peg believed in the value of public schools and higher education. She was a ready 
volunteer at Kent’s and Gregg’s schools. In her 40s, she went to college and 
earned an A.A. degree in early childhood education from Saddleback Community 
College. She was proud of her family’s University of California scholarship: Kent 
and his wife Cathy’s degrees from UC Davis; Gregg’s degree from UCLA and his 
wife MarySue’s Ph.D. from UCSF and her professorship at UCLA; granddaughter 
Cassiel’s degree from UC Berkeley and her wife Steph’s degree from UC San 
Diego.

After Bob’s retirement as a brigadier general in 1978, they left Washington 
D.C. for their ideal climate on the Monterey Peninsula. Peg, though, was quick 
to remind everyone that “Thirty years we were in the Marine Corps and we 
are still Marines.” As they built their dream home in Pebble Beach, she served 
as the general contractor. They soon became active members of the Carmel 
Presbyterian Church (CPC).

When the Pebble Beach branch of Monterey Savings & Loan was looking for a 
new teller, Peg applied and her banking career took off. From teller to operations 
officer to assistant manager, her promotions came rapidly. After the Home 
Savings acquisition, Peg moved up to the South Bay, with Bob following her 
career this time, where she was assigned first to be assistant branch manager at 
Mountain View, then the Los Altos branch manager with the title of assistant vice 
president and finally the Los Gatos branch manager. 

After retiring from Home Savings, Peg and Bob had time to travel the world, 
from Thailand and Australia, to Israel, Turkey, Italy and their beloved Paris. Peg 
would shake her head, amazed at her blessings, and say, “Look what two kids from 
Hawthorne Avenue have had the chance to do!”

The opportunity to cap her life’s work and put all her skills to use came in a call to 
be the church administrator at Carmel Presbyterian Church, where she faithfully 
served for 10 years as an institutional anchor through many pastoral changes.

CPC’s Yellow Brick Road Benefit Shop became Peg’s volunteer focus after 
her final retirement. When her artificial hips wore out, she took to sitting as 
the cashier for its bookshop. And when she couldn’t walk at all, she stayed in a 
wheelchair without complaint, readily saying that her health was just fine. Peg 
never lost her amazement towards life, whether in perusing the jewelry Bob had 
showered her with, or savoring the rich, black coffee she’d drink by the pot, or 
sampling the tomato bisque she enjoyed at lunch, or watching the red-headed 
finches outside her window. All were minor miracles to her. She would say, “God 
used me in exciting ways” and felt blessed to the end of her days. Though her 
memory finally failed, her prayers to the Lord never diminished, and our memory 
of her will last forever.

Peg’s brothers Red, Richie, Jake, Bob and Don died before her, as did her sisters 
Mimi, Ginger and Dee, and her grandchildren Luke and Alex. She is survived by 
Bob, her husband of 74 years; her son, Kent and his wife, Cathy Ihrig Chadwick, 
her son, Gregg and his wife, MarySue Heilemann; her granddaughter, Cassiel and 
her wife, Stephanie Yoon Chadwick; her sisters, Marion Lowther and Jean Mau 
and more than a dozen nieces and nephews.

Our loving Susan Martha Betz McCance passed away on Jan. 28, 2026, at 
her home in Pebble Beach. As she would often say, she finally “got her wings.” 
Susie was born on Aug. 19, 1948, in San Luis Obispo, California, to Martha 
Abusdal Flannery Betz (deceased 1988) and Colonel Francis Betz. On Dec. 
30, that same year, Susie’s father died in a plane crash as he was attempting 
to land in dense fog. She was the youngest of three, with two older brothers: 
Colonel Francis Betz II (born 1944), and Charles (Charlie) John Paul Betz (born 
1946, deceased 2025).

Susie attended Catholic Schools in the Bay Area, and graduated from Hillsdale 
High School in 1966. She then attended the College of San Mateo, graduating 
in 1968. That August she began attending American Airlines’ Finishing School, 
pursuing a lifelong dream of becoming a stewardess. Thus began a career 
spanning 36 years. She loved her job and thrived in the role. 

In 1971, Susie met the love of her life, Michael (Mike) Donovan McCance. As 
a passenger on a flight, Susie cleared the seat next to her in the hopes that the 
handsome naval officer boarding would sit next to her. He did. She described it 
as love at first sight, and in a phone call after their first date, Mike asked Susie 
to spend the rest of her life with him. They married on Oct. 27, 1973, with 300 
friends and family members in attendance at the Carmel Mission. Susie and 
Mike were the best of friends and the life of the party, with sparkle in their eyes 
and mischief lurking. 

A few short years into their marriage, on June 9, 1977, Mike was out for a test run 
on a boat he’d been working on with a friend. The two never returned. Susie was 
devastated. Her grief over the loss of her partner remained with her forever, but 
she eventually re-entered her social circles and activities. She never remarried, 
her commitment to her one, true love, Mike, was forever. 

In the mid 1980s both her brother, Charlie, and her mother, Martha, were 
diagnosed with cancer. Her brother recovered but her mother passed away in 
1988. Susie was again devastated. She adored her mother. But the practice of 
caring for these two people so close to her called to her, as it would be a theme 
for her for the rest of her life, supporting friends and family members through 
illness and death.

Susie’s faith was central to her being. She was a devout Catholic. She regularly 
attended Mass, Bible studies, rosaries and countless church events at her local 
Carmel Mission Basilica (where she was married), St. Angela Merici Church 
and the Carmelite Monastery of Our Lady and St. Thérèse. She was a uniquely 
spiritual person. She found meaning and significance behind just about 
everything: dates and times; inanimate objects; places; names; it all contained 
much more than was evident on the surface, and she was genuinely moved by it. 

Just slightly less than her devotion to the Catholic Church was her commitment 
to the game of golf. She was a member at both The Peninsula Golf and Country 
Club in San Mateo as well as Monterey Peninsula Country Club in Pebble 
Beach. She also loved her sports teams, and was a San Francisco Giants season 
ticket holder for many years. 

Susie’s family meant the world to her. She doted on her nieces and nephews, 
taking them on adventures and hosting them at various life stages at her home. 
She spent holidays and vacations with family around the country and the world. 
As much a part of her family as anyone were her beloved dogs, whom she 
doted on even more than her nieces and nephews. 

Susie was a remarkable woman. Larger than life. Her energy and enthusiasm 
were infectious. Her smile and twinkle in her eyes expressed a presence, and 
she lived life to the fullest. Her passing is felt deeply by all who knew her. She 
was admired and adored, and has left a real and enduring mark. Susie lives 
on in all of those whose lives she came into contact with, and left a legacy 
“between the dashes.”

In passing, Susie joins some of those she was closest to: her mother, her brother, 
her nephew, Christian Michael Betz, and her husband.

In terms of challenges, Big Sur ranks 
high on the list. Barrett’s journey to some 

of his favorite diving spots 
takes him through a football 

over a 180-foot cliff, then 
climbing through 100 yards 
of boulders — all while car-
rying 105 pounds of equip-

ment on his back — to the wild waters that 
await with their own perils.

“The conditions in the water can be 
scary — rugged, dangerous and unpredict-
able,” he said. “You’re dealing with kelp, 
currents and swell. Visibility can be less 
than a meter and a half.”

Great white shark
But nature provides other surprises, 

too, he said. “There are elephant seals, sea 

and the big, toothy things — sharks,” he 
wrote in Hakai Magazine.

“About a year ago, I ran into a great 
white shark, about 12 feet long,” he said. 
“He was really interested in me, and we 
had a relationship that turned into the lon-

Elephant seals also become curious.
“They see you blowing bubbles and 

think, ‘Oh, I want to blow bubbles, too!’” 
he said.

Another challenge — after he discovers 
treasure — is getting it out of the water, 
over the boulders and cliff, to his truck.

“Most of the time, we’re making our 
own trail. There’s loose rock … sometimes 
it’s slippery … I’ve fallen and slid and been

of blue ocean. At some point, “Wow, look 
at all that water …” evolved into, “… and 
that’s just the top of it.”

When he peeked below the surface, he 
found parts of planet Earth that remain 
mostly unexplored after more than 4 bil-
lion years — exotic creatures and won-
drous things most humans will never see. 
And there’s the jade.

“Finding a piece of jade does something 
to me at my core. My heart skips a beat,” 
he wrote in a 2022 article for Hakai Mag-
azine. “It’s special because I know I’m the 

someone had seen it, they would’ve picked 
it up.”

Barrett became a jade hunter at 17, 
snorkeling, scuba diving and frequently 
freediving (diving on a single breath, using 
only a mask and a weight belt), usually in 
Big Sur. There, currents are strong, water is 
cold, weather is unpredictable, underwater 
terrain is hazardous and curious sea crea-
tures wonder why he’s trespassing.

“I feel like I have a healthy relationship 
with risk,” he said.

After lugging his heavy treasure back 

it into artwork — sculptures, pendants and 
earrings — and that has become his full-
time career.

Fish, shells and rocks
Long before that, he spent his youth at 

addresses in Big Sur, Carmel Valley and,

uments ran hundreds of pages. Outside the company repre-
sentatives’ comments, none supported the appeal.

While some suggested other potential sites, like the 
Carmel Beach Hotel at the south end of the city, Verizon 
insisted they would not work.

“There is no less intrusive alternative,” attorney Paul 
Albritton repeated. “We have tried to work with the city.”

He suggested a denial would not be “a good route,” 
especially since the city and the company are “already in 
litigation” stemming from a federal lawsuit and dueling 
appeals in the Ninth Circuit that have been suspended for 
years but have not been closed. 

“I encourage you to approve the site, but I know you 
won’t,” he said, adding that Verizon would “rather get 
somewhere than go around in circles for another seven 
years.”

‘Breathtaking’
Councilman Jeff Baron kicked off the debate among 

councilmembers, maintaining that the Golden Bough is 
indeed a viable alternative and arguing that the law does 
not obligate local governments to allow telecommunica-
tions companies to densify their networks.

“Verizon’s claim that they have unfettered access to 
public right of way to install whatever they want is breath-
taking,” he said, while also suggesting the city work with 

Councilman Hans Buder said he considers a tower on 
the Golden Bough roof “technically feasible based on what 
I’ve heard tonight,” and disputed the company’s insistence 
the Carmelo tower is the best answer.

“The notion that the proposed location is the least 
intrusive means to address the coverage gap, especially 
in relation to the land-use values embodied in the local 
regulations, is just kind of laughable,” he said. “It’s almost 
exactly the opposite of what this ordinance is trying to 
set as a preference, and in fact, the location that Verizon 
has selected really checks the box for every discouraged 
category.”

Councilwoman Alissandra Dramov was similarly 
inclined and said Verizon constantly changed its story to 
bolster its arguments, such as saying during the planning 
commission meeting that the trees near the Golden Bough 
are an impediment.

“When I was on the planning commission, I worked 
quite a bit on our wireless ordinance,” councilman Bob

Delves said, adding that the commission’s mission is “pro-
tecting the aesthetic character of the town.”

But he is “also interested in creating a clear path to get 
to ‘yes,’” and said the wireless ordinance does a good job 
of that.

Mayor Dale Byrne observed that Verizon had piled 
information on the city as late as noon the day of the 
meeting, and he remained unconvinced the company ade-
quately proved the need to install the tower on Carmelo.

“The public right of way is not absolute right,” he said. 
Rather, it’s an option when all else fails.

“This is not a decision that wireless service doesn’t 
matter in Carmel. This is not a decision that a coverage 
gap isn’t real,” he continued. “We are directing Verizon to 
a more appropriate location — one that our own indepen-
dent analysis shows can address a service gap.”

A WOODEN shack at 3364 17 
Mile Drive would still sell 
for millions, but contrac-

tor-designer Al Saroyan, of Saroyan 
Masterbuilder, and developer Lar-
ry Solari were set on building some-
thing worthy of the horizon. That the 
finished home overlooking the 14th 
Hole at Pebble Beach is poised to be-
come one of the most expensive sales 
in Monterey Peninsula history — listed 
at $45 million with Jonathan Spencer 
of Compass Realty — is 
almost incidental. And 
there’s a lot to take in.

“This is more com-
plex than any project 
we’ve done in a long 
time. When we first 
submitted to the plan-
ning commission, they 
felt we were over square 
footage (for the size of 
the site), and I agonized over how to 
take a slice here and a slice there with-
out damaging any of the spaces,” said 
Saroyan.

A whole new scale
“Our consistent theme is, ‘We’re 

going to find a prime location and let 
the home accentuate it,’” said Solari of 
his fourth collaboration with Saroyan 
since 2012. The two friends and locally 
regarded partners have transformed 
three homes in nearby Carmel — but 
never at this scale.

The 8,572-square-foot layout is 
seamless, from the transitions among 
three levels, to the hidden catering 
kitchen with a towering pantry and 
laundry area for table linens — yet each 
room has its own outlook. A harmony 
of natural materials like pastel-veined 

quartzite and pale Brazilian mahogany 
heightens the effect that you’re walk-
ing around inside the world’s roomiest 
seashell.

“This is a massive entertaining 
home, so we put a lot of thought into 
function, flow and circulation,” said 
Saroyan.

Saroyan envisioned a cathe-
dral-scale great room, two kitchens, a 
master suite and five additional bed-
rooms, 10 bathrooms, a 1,560-square-
foot rooftop deck and a six-car collec-
tor’s garage — and he understood that 

the success of this whole 
creation would depend 
on his reverence for its 
setting. 

Simple adobe
Before it was pur-

chased by Solari in 2021, 
the 0.92-acre lot was 
home to a 1950s-era ado-
be structure that Saroyan 

said failed to pay adequate homage.
“Of the 150 projects I’ve worked on 

in this area, I can count on one hand 
the ground-up projects I’ve done. 
They’re atypical in Carmel and Pebble 
Beach. But that house really didn’t take 
advantage of the multiple, phenome-
nal views here,” Saroyan said.

To honor the ever-changing coast-
al light and the dramatic sweep of 
scenery from Point Lobos to Stillwater 
Cove, Saroyan used subtle shifts in 
planes and angles to sculpt a distinct 
vignette for each room. Windows are 
not mere panes of glass. They make up 
entire walls that open, close and draw 
shades at the touch of a button.

There are spectacular waterfront 
homes all around the Peninsula, but

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level of the home, while visitors are greeted by a gracious 
stone-framed entryway. From there, dramatic ocean-fac-
ing floor-to-ceiling windows and views of surf and sea de-
mand attention almost instantly. The panorama extends 
south to Point Sur.

Catching a wave
After a few minutes of watching the waves — and, on 

closer inspection, rocks and tidepools — other details 
come into focus.

‘I HOPE it sells quickly — and never,” said Millie 
Campbell of the home at 104 Yankee Point she 
and her husband, Tom Campbell, have lived in 

for decades. She succinctly expressed the conflicting feel-
ings many locals have when they decide to move away, 
whether it’s to downsize or to be closer to family, as the 
Campbells are planning. 

Situated on a half-acre lot with more than 100 feet 
of private ocean frontage, the three-bedroom home has 
four full baths, an office that could easily be converted to 
a fourth bedroom, and more than 3,200 square feet of liv-
ing space. Tim Allen of Coldwell Banker has the property 
listed at $12.5 million.

A 480-square-foot two-car garage opens into the main 

significant counter space. It’s set up for someone who en-
joys cooking and baking, as Millie does. In fact, that’s how 
she charmed her neighbors nearly 20 years ago when she 
and Tom tore down the “dumpy beach house” that was 
there to build what became their dream home.

As the story goes, Millie baked chocolate-chip cookies 
and personally delivered warm batches of them to each 
of her neighbors, ensuring that — as Allen’s team put it — 
“while their home grew taller to catch the light, the neigh-
borhood bonds stayed just as sweet.”

The architect, Tobin Dougherty (tobinarchitects.
com), nudged Millie toward cabinets that were just a bit 
wider than what was considered normal at the time, so 
that large plates could be accommodated — and she said

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trees. It rolled down to the Carmel River, 
beyond which they could see majestic pal-
isades rising in the distance.

“We were not thinking of moving at all,” 
said Meredith. “And we really didn’t study 
the house, but we fell in love with every-
thing and began to wonder if we were 
meant to live there. As we left, our friends 
handed us their realtor’s card and said, 
‘You know, it’s for sale.’”

Weeds, gophers
The Manhards had not been inside the 

house that happened to come with the 
yard. They didn’t look around for other 
options. “We had a young child, but we 
didn’t even research the Carmel school 
district. We had no sense of this communi-
ty,” said Meredith. “I guess we were more 
ready to leave our lives in L.A. than we’d 
understood.”

In fact, while driving home — before 
they reached the Grapevine — they called the realtor from 
their car. When they got back to L.A., they listed their 
house for sale and received three offers within 24 hours.

In January 1994, the Manhards moved into their new 
home, and only then did they take a good look at the 
structure. Erected in 1972 by a local builder, it had a Med-
iterranean vibe with a tile roof, stucco façade, and dark 
wood trim. It was then that they began to understand how 
much work the place needed. As did the landscape.

“The house was a warren of small rooms we needed to 
reconfigure to suit our family,” said Meredith, “but the 
outside was most important to us since that was the at-
traction to the property. Our vision was to create a coun-
try lifestyle there, so that was where we put our money.”

At first, it was primarily about weed and gopher abate-
ment. The Manhards then brought in a landscape archi-
tect and seeded in a 1/3-acre lawn that reached to the deer 
fencing between the yard and the river. They planted fruit 

The yard was a beauty but the house was a beast

SCOTT AND Meredith Manhard had no intention 
of moving. The couple, who’d married in 1980, 
had met in an accounting class at Cal Poly. Back 

then, he — who’d earned his bachelor’s degree in natural 
resource economics from Cal — was pursuing his master’s 
degree in agricultural science. She was earning her bach-
elor’s degree in dietetics. By 1992, they were content and 
raising their 7-year-old daughter in Manhattan Beach, 
where Scott was working in international trade. Mere-
dith’s parents, who lived nearby, were also pleased with 
their Southern California life and the chance to spend 
time with their extended family.

That contentment lasted until November 1993, when 
the couple climbed into the car and drove north, where 
they stopped to see friends who were renting a house in 
Carmel Valley. They spent their visit outdoors on the 2.52-
acre property, with its expansive yard framed by 15 palm 

and avocado trees. When they noticed that some palm 
trees had started to sway over the house, they took down 
the four main offenders.

“We wanted to get a drought-tolerant garden going 
and then put in hardscape,” said Scott. “We modified a 
walkway around the house, installed a three-tier Tuscan 
fountain, planted a vegetable garden and designed tiered 
landscaping.”

Sweat equity
Every weekend for their first 10 years there, Scott 

built sheds, walkways and fencing, and he developed the 
grounds. “A lot of sweat equity went into the property,” he 
said.

Since they were focused on the landscape, they didn’t 
get around to working on the inside of the house for some

To the right of the great room and hid-
den behind a seamless panel door, the pri-
mary suite includes separate bathrooms 
and closets, along with an impressive fire-
side seating area that opens onto the ter-
race.

course and its iconic shoreline.
This is Xanadu for a golfer or — in Au-

gust, when Car Week rolls into town — for a 
discriminating collector of vehicles.

A home destined for sprawling en-
tertainment and gatherings is nothing 
without variety. For instance, the down-
stairs “entertainment level” encompass-
es a media lounge and game room with 
three 100-inch flatscreens and a minibar. 
A flex space, pre-wired for a golf simula-
tor, could just as easily be converted into a

Three additional guest bedrooms on 

this level are illuminated by window wells, 
something Saroyan said was among his 
trickiest and most rewarding tasks.

“I agonized over them in the design

A second entertainment area is acces-
sible via one of the two elevators, which

“This may be the 
only rooftop deck — at 
least, the only legal one 
— I’ve ever seen in Peb-
ble. And you can see 
about five holes from 
here — 14, 6, 15, 17, 8, 
and guys teeing off at 
7,” said Spencer.

‘Livable’
Of course, the roof-

top is outfitted with 
three fire pits, a pro-
fessional-grade piz-
za oven, two grills 
and plenty of seat-
ing, drinking, and 
staring-at-the-ocean 
space. Exterior ma-
terials were chosen 
for a pavilion that’s 
somewhere between a 
treehouse and a pent-
house, Saroyan said. 
Wisconsin limestone, 
fire-treated cedar and 
an aluminum roof in 
a deep rusted-copper 

tone are meant to survive gracefully in the 
damp climate and salt air. On windy days 
— or unseasonably sunny ones — there’s a 
luminous and secluded interior courtyard 
with climbing trellises and a Yosemite-like 
series of waterfalls.

The neighborhood’s not bad, either.
“What I like about it is you can walk to 

the Beach Club, to Stillwater Cove, to Car-
mel. It’s a spectacular location, not just for 
the view, but how livable it is,” Solari said.

The estate’s private courtyard and entryway (top) 
comes equipped with an elevator. One word to de-
scribe “her” closet (above) would have to be “posh.”

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Oak trees studded the property, too, and even in the wilds 
of Carmel Valley, you don’t just go cutting them down 
without a permit.

‘A hundred years’
Speaking of trees, the design also needed to address 

the possibility of wildfires. And the homeowners wanted 
it to be off the grid and to accommodate their carefully 
curated collection of furniture, much of it with an indus-
trial aesthetic, Goodwin recalled.

Drawing on 20 years of experience — 11 of them at his 
namesake firm, which has offices on the Peninsula and 
in San Luis Obispo — the Cal Poly SLO graduate came up 
with an ingenious solution for the quirky piece of land. 
He lifted the home on a raised foundation that starts on 
the higher portion of the lot.

The name — Waterfall Residence — comes from an an-

An elegant solution to the challenge of a quirky site

IT WASN’T a desirable site — not for building, at 
least. In fact, the 1.5-acre lot was considered “un-
inhabitable,” according to architect Andrew Good-

win. He and his firm, Andrew Goodwin Designs, proved 
otherwise.

The Waterfall Residence in the hills of Los Tulares (just 
east of Carmel Valley Village) was completed in 2020-2021 
and comprises a two-bedroom, two-bathroom home plus 
a freestanding garage that has an office/studio with large 
windows and its own full bath. There’s more than 2,000 
square feet of living space and 1,700 square feet of wrap-
around deck, all of it meeting the specifications of the 
owners, who are industrial designers. Making it all hap-
pen was challenging, to say the least.

According to Goodwin, the steep slope defied grading. 

gled rear wall that captures rain runoff and channels it 
into cisterns beneath the house. According to Goodwin, 
that “supports fire suppression and landscape needs, 
conserving a significant amount of water.”

Built by KGM Construction, the fire-resistant home is 
primarily made of steel framing with metal roofing and 
fiber-cement siding. There are no open vents where em-
bers could drift in and start a blaze. 

Said Goodwin, “It is highly fire resistant and meant 
to be a durable, resilient home that can last a hundred 
years.” The roof wraps downward and around the build-
ings’ rear walls, while floor-to-ceiling windows open 
much of the living space to 270-degree views of the valley 
and Santa Lucia Mountains.

Its unassuming exterior huddles neatly among the

trees, fulfilling the architect’s vision of it 
as “an object in the landscape.”

No bills
Although the house is on PG&E’s elec-

trical grid, Goodwin said its energy con-
sumption is “net zero,” meaning that the 
owners sell enough energy from their so-
lar panels back to the utility company to 
offset any bills they receive.

Primary heating and cooling is passive 
via 2- to 3-inch concrete slab floors that

absorb heat all day and gently radiate it 
all night, the architect explained. The 
large sliding windows help provide plen-
ty of cross-ventilation, and the south side 
of the home is shaded by an overhang to 
help mitigate the heat of the summer sun. 
A ductless “mini-split” electric heat pump 
and cooling system serves as backup. Al-
though mini splits have a nearly 70-year 
history, their ability to provide heat has 
improved significantly in recent years, 
and their energy efficiency (and feder-
al and regional rebates) have made them 
more popular.

Aging-in-place is a buzzy term these 
days, but Goodwin said he has always de-
signed houses so that their owners can live 

in them as long as possible, 
and, among other sub-
tle accessibility features, 
the Waterfall Residence is 
on a single floor with low 
thresholds and a walk-in 
shower.

The project was unusu-
al for Goodwin in the best 
possible way. “At the end 
of the day, it came out just 
like I thought it would,” he 
said. He explained that all 
homes are a collaboration 
— a sort of artistic conver-
sation — between would-be 
occupants and the design-
er, and that dialogue usual-
ly leads to multiple chang-
es to his original visions.

Airy, outdoorsy
Goodwin — who teach-

es architecture at his alma 
mater down south — said, “I 
tell my students, ‘Don’t fall 
in love with your designs. 
It’s all about the owner.’” 
But in this case, everyone’s 
visions aligned. 

“That’s rare,” commented the architect.
The house’s main entry is just beyond 

the driveway and garage, which are linked 
by a portion of the deck. Inside, there’s an 
open floor plan with living and dining ar-
eas where the owners’ sleek furnishings fit 
in nicely. 

The streamlined contemporary kitchen 
features an island with seating for three, 
while the almost uninterrupted views give 
the whole interior an airy, outdoorsy feel. 
Both bedrooms have en suite baths and 
their own access to the deck, and the area 

just outside of the living/dining room has 
a firepit.

Compact, yet spacious enough for its 
owners, the Waterfall Residence is a great 
use of the “impossible” site. The architect 
said he considers it “one of the firm’s finest 
projects.” 

“This home is a culmination of design 
efforts — by the owners and us — to achieve 
a space where they can celebrate contem-
porary design. We hope that this dream 
can help inspire others to design resilient 
and sustainable homes in the future.”

The clean lines of this custom-designed house in 
Carmel Valley continue indoors, where the own-
ers’ furniture collection is right at home.

YOU’RE PLANNING to paint 
the hallway. Something soft, wel-
coming, warm, but you really have 
no idea what color would work best. 
So you head over to Kidwell’s Paint 

If the hallway bypasses rooms 
painted in blues, greens, or pur-
ples, you learn, the hallway should 
be painted in cooler shades of gray.

Warehouse” in Salinas, he’s got the 
community covered.

out the day,” said Fisk. “Customers 
come in and say, “I just saw you in 
Salinas, and now Sand City; you’re 
everywhere!’ I hung up my brushes 
when I became a paint dealer; it’s 
important to be present. I test every-
thing that goes into my stores, mak-
ing sure it works for our stores, our 
painters, our customers.”

Following the paint company’s 
long-held tradition, Fisk is moving 
Kidwell’s Paints to a new location, 
just up the hill, on Forest Avenue. 
Yet also in keeping with convention, 
that’s the only change Fisk is intro-
ducing to the company.

“As part of the Monterey Penin-

Grove is a tight-knit community. 
So I am keeping everything ‘Kid-
well’s’—nothing will change. The 
new store has the same footprint, 
and I will reduplicate the interior, 
so patrons can feel at home in the 
new location. I bought the Kidwell’s 
name in honor of its history, includ-
ing being the oldest Benjamin Moore 
dealer in Northern California.”

John Fisk also has a long tenure 
in the arena of architectural paint. 
Introduced to the industry in his late 
teens, he worked in a paint store for 
13 years before going out on his 
own as a painter. For 20 years, he 
came from Southern California and 
Arizona to visit the Monterey Pen-
insula, until one day, he decided to 
stay. 

“I’ve always been attracted to 
color. My grandmother was an art-
ist,” said Fisk, “and I paint on can-
vas. When I left the paint store and 
became a painter, I was doing a lot 

then I wanted to open a store on the 
Monterey Peninsula, to bring my 
sense of design and my products 
and style to this area. It wasn’t about 
competing but contributing to the 
market.”
